 A few weeks before Christmas, a young Hispanic man came to Loaves & Fishes for grocery as-
sistance. After having a hot lunch and hearing a message about God’s love and provision, he approached 
me with a simple request. He asked for $5.00 so he could purchase a charger for his cell phone. Showing 
me his phone, he said that it was his only contact with his family in Dallas. Touched by his sincerity, I gave 
him the $5.00.

 About a half hour later, I was in an offi ce working with our web master when I overheard a conver-
sation in the background. This same young man had come around to our warehouse and was asking our 
warehouse manager, John Boyd, if he could plug in the charger for his phone. When I heard his voice, the 
Holy Spirit impressed in my heart to “listen to him.”

 So I asked him to come into the computer room and share the 
details about how he’d ended up in Tulsa with no money. The long and short 
of it is that he came here with a promise of a job, but after only 2 weeks he 
was let go with no explanation and no pay. Though he could have gone to a 
shelter, he was uncomfortable with the clientele at the shelters. So he was 
living on the street, working a day job when he could. It was diffi cult be-
cause not many were being hired. I asked if he got to Dallas, would he have 
a place to stay with his family, to which he replied that he would.

 So I asked John to take the young man to the bus station and buy 
him a ticket to Dallas. He was so grateful that he broke down and cried. 

We were touched. I share this so that you know where your money is going. 
Yes, it buys food. Yes, it pays our bills. But when the Lord leads, it buys bus 
tickets, or gas, or pays a past due bill. It wasn’t my money that bought the 
ticket, but it was yours. You paid to get this man back to his family. 

  We don’t regularly give money, but we do listen and obey when the 
Holy Spirit speaks to us. This is just one instance when it was God’s will. I 
shared this man’s story so you see that Loaves & Fishes is not just my minis-
try, but it’s yours!
